
Information Reports





Reports are texts that give information facts clearly.  Reports classify and describe things.








For example:    


Snakes are reptiles.  There are many different types of snakes.








The next paragraphs describe different information depending on the subject.  


(For example:  If the topic is snakes, the different paragraphs might be about what they look like, where how they kill their prey…






































There might be a conclusion paragraph at the end.














Opening paragraph – introduces the topic and might give the classification...
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There might be lots of paragraphs or only a few.


Each new paragraph starts with a topic sentence which introduces the  specific information in that paragraph.





New Lynn School





New Lynn School is on the corner on Hutchinson Ave and Margan Ave.  The buildings are up the top of the property near the roundabout and the school fields spread down the hills.








There are thirteen classrooms at New Lynn School.  The classes are divided into junior, middle and senior syndicates.  Most of the classes are up the top of the school but the senior classes are down by the garden.  Each class has desks and tables, chairs, bookshelves and computers.





The school library is a large open room filled with lots of books.  Each class has a library time once a week.  Children are able to take two or three books back to their class.
